Studentswho purchase an AB card
are advsed that thesecards arenot transferable andat no time shdl astudent lend his/her AB card to another
student. If this situationdoes occur,the privilegesof the ASB card wilbe revoked. In addition, defaced,lost, or stolen
cards will NOT be replaced. In the event of loss or damage, the student may purchase a new cardfor $5.00. ASB ards
will be sold throughout the sdool year during lunch.

ASSHKIBLIES

ATTENDANCHOUCIERAND HROEDURES

You have one of two options fyou need to leave sctool eary for any reason:
1. Haveyour parent write a note andbringit to the attendance office first thing when you arrive to sclool.

Thenote should indude your name, student ID number, the reason for the dismissal, prent
signature, and a telephone number where they canbe reached; or

2. Your parent cancall916-686-0230 ext. 1 asearlyaspossble to request aleave of grounds (LOG). Ifyou are
leaving during a classperiod, you will be given an a&tro bright orange pass @ing you - permisson to leave
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during the middle of class. Whenyou get to the attendance office window, you will sign out andreceive
your LOGstamped withthe date andtime. This LOGgives you permisgon to leave school grounds.
Leaving campus without obtaining a LOG andsigning out in the attendance office may result in disdplinary
consequenceseven ifthe absenceis due for legitimate reasons.

What if I@n coming back after leaving campus?

Whenyou return, makesure to stop in the attendance officefirst so you can sgn back in.You' &l have your LOG
stamped soyou canuseit asa pasgo class. Ifyou are planning to return but decide not to do so, make sure your
parent callsthe attendance office, so your absenceds)canbe cleared.

How many daysdo | haveto dearan absence?
Parents have 7 daysto clear an @senceeither by telephone or by note.

What if I have an early appointment and cometo school late?

If you are coming to school late becauseof an appointment, pleasebring in a rote from your doctor’ efficeto the
attendance officeso thatwe canadjust your attendance. If you are goingto be late for anyother reason, bringin anote
from your parent or have them callthe atendance officeto report your tardy.

TheEIlkGrove Unified Sdool District prohibits the use of skateboards, wheelies,roller skates, in-line skates, or Smilar
deviceson school property, including parking lots and walkways. Viodtors may be prosecuted under SC.084 section
9.38.015 andfined up to $250.00.

Studentswho useskateboards asa meansof transportation to and from school must keep the skateboardswith
them at all times. During classthey are to placethe skaeboardsunder their desksor inanarea desjnated bythe
teacher for skaeboard storage. As sated alove, students may not ride skateboards on campus atanytime. This
includesafter school hours andon weekends. The school isnot responsible for lost, stolen, or damaged
skaeboards.

BUSTRANSPORTRON

Parents may not take any time directly before, during or after that classperiod to talk
with the classoom teacher. Arrangements for a parent-teacher conferencemust be made to discussany concernsat a
later time. All visitors are required to wear a“Visitor” badge while on campus. This isfor the sakty and protedion of
all students (Penal Gode 626.8). Allvisitors must check out with the front officewhenleaving.

CAINSEING

identifying academic and career goals and in planning coursesof study that support achievement of these goals.
Counsdors abo supervise peer sypport groups, peer conflict management, and peer-initiated and facilitated dug and
alcohol use alternative activities. The ounseling programis anintegralpart of Pleasant Grove ’tatal sdool program.
Thecounseling staff worksclosdy with the staff, faclty, administrators, familiesand community to provide a
supportive, effective and safe environment in which all students cansuceed. Studentsand familiesare encouraged
to contact the Counseling Center at 686-0233 to set up gppointmentsif they wishto meet with amember of the
counseling staff.

DANCES

When $udents atenda sdool dance, they do so to enjoy a school-sponsored socialevent. Thefollowing
guidelinesare ntended to guarantee that all studentscanenjoy Pleasant Grove High Sclool dances.

All guess must havephoto
IDto be presented at the time of entrance into the dance. NOID - NO ENTRANCE. NO EXGEPTIONS.NO
REFWMDS. Middle school students are rot eligible to attend any high school dance.

REQUIRENINTSAND EXPECTAIONS DURING AND AFTERTHEDANCE

A. Certain dacestyles ae not appropriate; sexually suggesive dancing and dancing that smulatesviolence will
not be
permitted. Deperding upon the degree of violation the student may be removed from the dance with no
prior warning, or with prior warning continuesto violate the policy. If a gudentisremoved from a dance

they may not be alowed to attend the next school dance.

B. Dancesareopen ONLYto Pleasant Grove High Sdool studentsand approved guestsfrom other sdools.

C. All guegsmust arrive and enter the dance with their host sudent andhave the approved guest pass,
ticket, ard photo

D. IDwith them asthey enter.

E. Studentsmustenter alldanceswithin 90 minutes of the beginning time of the dance. Studentsthat leave
before the dance endswill not be readmitted.

F. Studentsmust be pickedup from the dance within 30 minutes of the end of the time of the dance. Fdure to
be picked upwithin this ime frame may result in astudent not being allowed to attend other dancesduring
the school year.

G. Studentsareencouragedto leave valuables athome.

H. Parents are welcome to volunteer at dancesto help assiststaffin supervision, help in the snak bar, or help
with the aat check.

DANCE CONTRACT

This ontract must be read,signed bythe student requegting to attend a PGHSdance. Folowingisthe list of
requirementsand
expedationsfor attending dancesat Pleasant Grove High Schal.

DANCEARRIVAL

Gueds must arrive with their PGHSsponsor andpresent aschool/ picture ID, agpproved guest pass, andreceipt at the
door

within the first 90 minutesof the dance. Studentswho leave prior to the end of the dancewill not be re-admitted for
anyreason.

DRESSCAEREQUIRBMENTS

A. Sirts with collarsare suggesed andmust remain on throughout the dance.
B. Pants must be on the natural waistline. Allundergarmentsareto be covered so they are not visible.
C. Seethrough fabrics must have a backingwhichcoversthe skin from chestto mid-thigh. Qutouts exposing
midriff are pohibited.
Exmsed cleavage isto be minimal.
Backof dressmay not be lower thanthe waig.
Hemline and/ or slitson dressesare to be mid-thigh or lower.
Veryshort, skin-tight, “sausage "or “tube” style dressesor skits are not allowed.
If dresscode is ot followed, gudentswill:

DRESSODE

Parents or guardians have the primary responsbility for appropriate standards of dressand grooming. However, as
an edicational entity, the Secondary Division of the EIkGrove Unified Sctool District hasthe responsbility to
edablish and maintain standards of dress andgrooming that support a positive, appropriate, and safelearning and
teaclhing environment.
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Thepurpose of adress andyrooming code is to facilitate education, not to inhibit anyperson’ taste in attire or
appearance. Stidentsshouldbe cleanand neatly dressed in amanner that will be appropriate to the sdool setting,
not hazardousto the health and safety of the students,and not disruptive or distracing from the educational
program of the school. Inaddition, no articlesof dothing, apparel or school materials, induding hats, backpeks,
and binders, may have pictures, printing, or writing that is cuude, vulgar, profane, sexudly suggestive, racidly,
ethnicaly, or religiouslyintolerant, that contain imagesof weapons, tobacco, drugs and/or alcohol, or which the
school ' dsinistration reasonably predictswill disrupt the leaming ervironment.

HAT/HEADOOVERING POLICY:

TheElkGrove Unified Sdool District allows studentsto wear certain typesof hats on campusto protectthem from
damage caused byexposure to the sun. At PleasantGrove High Schml studentsmay not wear basebdl capsand
visors with writing and/or images that are deemed by school administration to be disruptive to the leaming
environment. Al cap bills must face brward.

In addition, the following rules regarding hatson campus must be observed:

A. Bandanas, &ull/wave caps, and masksare not permitted on campus
B. Groomingitems andheadwear suchashair rollers, shower caps, har rags, piksworn in the har, etc., are

not allowed.

Pease note that teaches may prohibit the wearing of hatswithin their individual classooms as consigent
with their respecive classoom policies.
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Thesdool administration may limit or prohibit specfic cbthing that hasbeen determined by law enforcement or
gang expertsto be affiliated with an actual gag. In consutation with law enforcement or other gang experts, the
sclool administration maylimit clothing or apparelwherethereisa reaonable bass for identifyingsuchclothing or
apparelas gag afiliated. Limitationsand prohibitionson gang-related clothing or apparelwill be applied equally to
all tudents,and in no instancewill a sude n tclotheng or apparelbe identified as gagrelated basedsolely on the
stude n tracesnational origin or ancestry.

Studentsfailing to comply with the dresscode may be asked to calltheir parents or guardiansto bring a change of
clothing, may have inappropriate items confiscated, or in the case of repeated violations, may be subject to
progressve disdplinary mnsequences.

DRVING AND RRKING POLICY

It isa privilegefor studentsto drive to and parkat Pleasant Grove High Sclool. Due to the limited number of spaces,
parking permits will only be issted to 11" and 12" grade students. Possesson of a gudent parking permit does rot
guarantee a paking space Sudentsmust display their parking permit when parking at Pleasant Grove High Stoal.

BULLYNGVS.PEERQONFUCT

Thefollowingisintendedto help studentsand parents understand the difference between bullying and peer conflict.
In order for PGHSto create a sde, non-threatening, trustingleaming environment, where exemplary learning
standards arethe focus,

administrators, teachers,students, and parents need to appropriately respond to incidents. Understanding the
difference between kullying and peer conflict will assst with this processandresut in improving peer relations, school
environment, and createfuture generations of productive citizens.

BULLYNG - Thisis when ssmeone repeaedly, andon purpose, says or doesmeanor hurtful thingsto another
person who has ahard time defending himselfor herself. Bulying has theee major components:

1. Itisaggessve behavior that involvesunwanted; negative actions.

2. Typically, it involvesa pattern of behavor repeaed over time.

3. It involves animbalance of power or strength.

PEHER CONHLICT - tonflict is aninevitable natural occurence in humanrelationships. Many disagreements among
peersin school semfrom conflict. Gonflict canbe triggered by a difference in belief systems, ghysical apearance,or
mental ahilities. Theparties indisagreement are equal inpower.
Peer conflict hasthree major components:

1. | t ’'nauraloccurrencein humanrelationships.

2. Thereisnot necessarilyany pattern of behavior repeated over time.

3. Theparties indisagreement are equal inpower.

CAFETERBEHAVIOR

Thesdool cafeteria is maintained as avital part of the health program of the school. To encourage good nutrition, a
well- balanced Linch isoffered at a reasonable price. Free and reduced linch goplications areavailable from the
cafeeriamanager and the school office. Studentsare askedto show respect for cdeteria staff andfellow students
by:

Depositing all litter inwagebaskes.

Leaving the table and floor in a cleancondition for others.

Respeting that all classooms andhallways are off limits during lunch, except for studentsunder the
supervision of a teacher.

Enter alunchline only to purchasea lunch.

Sdool recognizesthat the bestdisdpline is self-imposed andrequiresthat students take responsibility for their acions.

Themost important purpose of disdpline policiesand proceduresat PleasantGrove High Sclool isto create a
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sde and comfortable teaching and leaming environment. Unfortunately, a few students mayfail to follow the
school '’ ukesofrconduct.

FRIDAWIGHT SCHOOL

Friday Night Sdool isan assigned detention for students who have excessive tardies, nexcused abs@ces,truancies,
or other rule violations. Parents will be notified bytelephone or letter prior to the assgned Friday Stool.

If a sudent s lae or failsto attend Friday Night Sthool, that student may be assigned an alditional Fiday Night
Sdool or Saturday school. Friday Night Sdool is a spervisedperiod held 3:30 — 5:30pm with a 6 min break
Sudentsare required to bring enough homework or appropriate reading material to remain engaged for two

hours. Arriving late (any time after

3:30pm), failure to attend the assgned detention, or being removed from detention for disdplinary reasons, may
resut in additional discplinary consequences Extracurricular activitiesare not excusedreasons for missing Friday
Night Stool. Tadinessis strictly enforced. Therdore, studentsare encouragedto arrive 5 minutes early. Students
arriving after 3:30pm will not be allowed in and will be marked as"no-show” and may receive additional disciplinary
consequences.

During Friday Night Stooal, studentsmust adhereto the following expectations:
*No talking.

*No disruption of clas, i.e., inappropriate quegions.

*Stayon-task.

*Come preparedwith and work on academic work or reading materials

*One warning for violation of rules(possible seat change).

*Keep headup andsit forward.

SAIURDAYSCHOOL
Saturday Sdool is assgnedto studentswho are participating in a special gup/ club, need academic support, or for
discplinary corrective action, i.e. unexcused abs&ces,truancies(classcuts),tardies,or other rule violations. An
academic atmosphereis maintained under the close supervision of a certificated teacher and a campus supervisor.
Saturday Sdool hours ae from 8:00 a.m. to 12:00 noon with al5-minute break. Studentsare required to bring enough
homework to remain engaged for four hours.

Stuudentsare assgned to Saturday Stool by school administrators only. Parents will be notified by telephone or letter
prior to the assiged %turday Stool. Failingto appear,arriving late (any time after 8:00 a.m.), or violating Satuday
Sclool ruleswill resut in additional discplinary consequences. Tadinessto Satuday Sclool isstrictly enforced. It is
highly recommended that studentsarrive to Saturday Sclool atleast10 minutesearly. Stalents ariving past 8:00 a.m.
will not be allowed in and will be marked as & no-show "to Saturday Sdool and may be subject to additional
disdplinary consequences.

A Saturday Sdool may be rescheduled ifit presentsahardship or conflict with apreviously arranged family event.
However, a Satrday Sdiool may only be rescheduled once and only for the next Satuday Sdool sesson.
Additionally, a Sturday Stool canonly be rescheduled bya paent or guardian. To reschedule aSaturday Sctooal,
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the parent needsto (prior to the scheluled dae) callthe Vice Principa | office at 686-0237 and notify the Vice
Principa | s retargoétbe need to reschedule to the rext Satuday Sdool sesgon.

TEACHEASSSNEDAASSSUSPENSON

When astudent continuesto violate a teache r classrules andother meansof correction have failedto bring about
corrective behavbor ateachermay assgn a sugpension fom their classfor a period not to exceed two consecutive days.
Students placed on ateache-asspned supensionmust report to the vice principa | affite during that particular class
period. Aprofessonal office atmosphere is maintained under the close supervision of sclool administration. Stidents
arerequired to bring enough homework to remain engaged for the class perod.

HOME SUSPENSON

When astudent violates the PleasantGrove High Sdool discpline code and commits an offenselisted in Sections 48900
or

48915 of the Calfornia Edication Gode, he/ she issubject to suspensionfrom school for a period of one to five days.

All home supendons became immediate upon leaving campus, however, if the parent approved departure occurs
pastthe halfway point of the school day,the following school day becomesthe first day of sugpension. For infractions
that occurprior to the firsthalf of the school day, the current day shdl bemme the first day of suspension. Efective
immediately from the point of isstanceand continuing until the return date to school, the student is not allowed to

be on or about any campus of the Bk Grove Unified Stool District, partidpate in or attend any scool- sporsored
eventsor activities evenif the first day of sugpensiondoes not beginon the day of the infraction.

DISCPLINARY CONSEQUEBKIR SPEHCBHAAVIORALVIOLATIONS

SUSPENSON

If a sudent's behavor isathreatto the saety, healthor emotional well-being of others, and previous methods of
prevention and intervention have not been suaessfu, that student may be sugpended inaccordance with state law and
district policy. Suspension may be imposed upon afirst offenseif the Superintendent, principal or desgnee determines
the student violated Edication Code

48900(a)-(e) or if the student ’'presence causesa danger to persons. [EC. 48900.5]

REASONSFOR SUSPENION*

Statelaw allowsfor the suspensionof a student if astudent commits or engagesin any of the adslisted below, where
suchconduct or acts relateto schooal activities or attendance, suchas,but not limited to when suchacts or conduct take
place: whie on school grounds, going to or from sahool, during lunch period (on or off campus),during, or while going
to or from, a sctool- sporsored adivity, or for certain conduct which occursafter school hours and off District property,
but whichis reasnably likely to causeor causes sibstantialdisruption of a school activity or attendance:

ASSAULT/BATTERY [E: 48900(A)]
Causing, attempting to cause,or threatening to causephysical injiry to another person. Exceptions may be
made in a situation wherewitnesses and evidence support a case of self-defense.

WEAPONS[E C48900(B)]

Passessig, selling or otherwise providing any weapon--including firearms, knives explosives,or other dangerous
object.

* Alcohol/Intoxicants/ Controlled Substances[E.C.48900(c)]

Unlawfully possessing, usig, sllingor otherwise providing aloohol, intoxicants or controlled substance,induding
prescrbed medications. Aso appliesto being under the influence of alcohol, intoxicants or controlled substances.

» Qubstancein Lieu of Alcohol/ Intoxicants/ Gontrolled SubstanceqdE C.43900(d)]

Delivering, providing or selling itemswhich are clamed to be alcohol, intoxicants or controlled substancesbut were
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not such items.

RMBERYOREXTORION[EC.48900(E)]
GCommitting or attemptingto commit robbery or extortion. Bxtortion occurs when threatsare made with the intent
to obtain money or something of value.

PROERTY DAMAGE**[EC 48900(F)]
Causing or attempting to causedamage to school property or private property.

PROBRTYTHER** [EC.48900(G)]
Stealig or attempting to steal s&ool or private property.

TOBACC@RNICOTNEPRODUCTS[EC 48900(H)]
Passessig, providing or using tobaaco, or any item containing tobaoco or nicotine products, incliding but not
limited to cgarettes,cigars, dove cigarettes, smokelesstobacco, sruff, chew padketsand betel.

OBSCENITY [EC 48900(1)]
Gommitting an obscene actor engaging in regular profanity, swvearing or vulgarity.

DRUG PARAPHERNALIA[EC 48900(J]
Unlawfully possessing, offering, arranging for, or negotiatingto sell anydrug items.

DISRUPTTONORDERANCHE.C.48900(K) (1)]
Disrupting school activities or otherwiserefudngto follow the valid authority of school personnel, incliding
supervisors, teadhers, stool officialsor other school staff performing their duties.

“ Bruption of school actvit i e s "ined asfollav&\ihen astude n tcondict, presenceor adions disupts or
threatensto disrupt normal district or school operations, threatensthe health or sakty of anyone on district or
school property, or causesor threatensto cause damage to district property or to anyproperty on school grounds.

Exanplesof disruption of school adtivities inder Education Code 48900(K) (1), asdefined above, which may sibject a
student to disdpline, indude but are not limited to:

1 Classoom behavior that impedesateachets ablity to teach andother students ’ ilitatd leam, such
asa student talking loudly or making other distracting noisesor gestureswhile ateacher is geakingto
andinstructing the class ad when sudents areexpededto be sient andattentive; or

1 Theintentional activation of the fire alarm causing the temporary evacuation of the stool and/or causng
emergency personnel to respond.

“ WWIFU.DEFIANCE ONALID AUTHORTY' ISDEFNEDASFOLLONS when astudent defiesthe valid authority of a
district or school officialor district or sctool staffin amanner that has arimpacton the effective or sde functioning
of district or school operations, sich ascontinuingto remainat the sceneof afight or to instigate a disturbance after
being told to stop the swbject behavior; repeaed dsobedience to or defiance of school personnel when other
interventions have not been

successfuin modifying the misbehavior; or inthe proper instanceone-time or first-time disobedience to or defiance
of sdhool personnel that hasanimpact on the effective or sde functioning of district or school operations.

Exanplesof willful defiance of valid authority under Education Code 48900(k) (1), asdefined above, whichmay
subject a student to disdpline, indude but are not limited to:

1 Gontinuing to remainat the seene of a fight or other violent disturbance despite specifc directionsto
leave the area by administrators or other school staffattempting to breakup the fight or mitigate the
disturbance causedby the fight; or

1 Repeded episodesof misbehavior, degite multiple efforts and/or directives bya classoom teacher or
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other district staff interded to change and rrect the student 'misbehavior.

Note: With the exception of classoom sugpensionsmposed bya teacherunder Education Gode 48910, no student
enrolledin kindergarten through grade three may be sugpended for violation of Education Code 48900(k)(1).
Additionally, no student enrolled inkindergarten through grade twelve, regadlessof age,may be recommended for
expulsion for violation of Education Code 48900(k)(1). [E.C48900(k) (2)]

RECE/INGSTOLEN PROPERY** [EC 48900(L)]
Receiving stolen school or personal property.

PCSESSNGIMITATONFREARM [EC 48900(M)]
Possessinganimitation firearm or smulated fiream that is sibstantidly similar in physical prgpertiesto an existing
firearm.

SEXUALHARASSMENTIE.C.48900(N)]
Gommitting or attempting to commit a sexualassalt or committing a sexual battery.

THRERTSANDINTMIDATION[EC 48900(0)]
Harasdéng, intimidating or threatening a student who is a witnessin a school disciplinary proceeding for the purpose
of either preventing that sudent from being awitnessor retaliating aganst that student for being awitness,or both.

PRECRPTTONDRJG SOMA [EC 48900(P)]
Offered,arranged to sell, negotiated to sell or sold the prescrption drug Soma.

HAZING[EC.48900(Q)]

Ergaging in or attempting to engage in any activities used br initiation or pre-initiation into a student organization, or
student body or related activities, which causesor is likelyto causebodily danger, physical harm, or personal
degadation or disgrace, resuting in physicalor mental harm.

BULLYING[E.C 48900(R)]

Bullying means anysevere or pervasve or verbal actor conduct, induding commurications made in writing or by
meansof an eletronic act, directed toward one or more studentsthat hasor canreasonably be predicted to have the
effect of placing a rea®nable student in fearof harm to himsef/ herself or hisg/ her property; causethe student to
experiencea substantially detrimental effect on his/her physicalor mental hedth; or causethe student to experience
substantial interferenceswith his/ her academic performance or ahility to participate in or benefit from services,
adivities, or privilegesprovided bya school. [EC.AB900(r)] Bulying shdl indude any act of sexual harassnent, hae
violence, or harassment, threat, or intimidation, as

defined inEducation Code 48900.2, 48900.3, or 48900.4 that has any of the effects described alpve on a reasonable
student. [E.C48900(r)]

AIDEBORABHTEDTO INALICTPHY STALINJURY EC.48900(T)]

Aiding or abetingin the irfliction or attempted infliction of physicalinjury to another gudent. However, the District
cannot seek to expel astudent for violation of Education Code 48900(t) until juvenile court proceedings are
completed andthe juvenile hasbeen convicted of being an ader or abettor of a crime of physical violencein which
the victim suffered great bodily injury or serious bodily injury.

SFEXUALHARASSMENT(GRADE$4-12) [EC.48900.2]
Ergaging in prohibited sexual harassnent that includes,but is not limited to, unwelcome sexual advances, requess
for sexual fawors, or other verbal, visual, or physicalconduct of a sexual nature.

HATE WIENCHGRADES4-12) [EC 48900.3]
Hate violence meansanyact punishable under PenalCode 422.6,422.7, or 422.75. Sich actsindude injuring or
intimidating a victim, interfering with the exercise of avictim's civil rights, or damaging a victim's property becauseof

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orientation; a percepion of the presence of any of thosecharacteristcsin the victim; or the victim's asociation with a

OTHERHARASSVMIENT(GRADES!-12) [E.C 48900.4]

Haras$ng, intimidating, or threatening a student or group of students, or school personnel, with the actual or
expeded effect of disrupting classwork or creatingsubstantialdisorder, or creating a hostile educational
environment.

TERROIST THREAS[EC 48900.7]
Making terrorist threats against school officialsand/or property, or both.

Thesuwperintendent or principal may usehisor her dscretion to provide alternativesto sugpenson or expulsion to
address stalent misconduct. [EC.48900(v), 48900.5] [EGUED AR5144]

**Sdool property indudes, but is not limited to, elecronic files.[E.C48900(u)]

FREDRLL & EVATATION NSTRUCTIONS

Whenthe fire signal sounds atany time during the school day, sudentsare to do the following:
1. Bvaauate all buildings with their classand move quickly to the areadesnated on the evacuation map.
Roll will be taken by the teacherto account for all students.
2. Reamainwith their class uinder their teache r direction.
3. Stayat least 50 feet away from all buildings.
4. Whenthe all-clearsignal isgiven, return to classimmediately.

FRDAY NGHT SCHOOL

FRDAY SHOOLFiday Stool is assgnedto studentswho have been caught up in a tady sweep, or accumulated
excessive unexcusedabsences truancies(classcuts), tardies,or other disciplinary problems. Anacademic amosphere
is maintained under the close supervision of acampus sipervisor. Fiday Stool hours ae from 3:30 p.m. to 4:30 p.m.
Sudentsarerequired to bring enough homework to lastfor one hour.

Administrators may assgn studentsto Friday Sclool. Parents will be notified by email, telephone, or letter prior to the
assgned Frday Stool. Faling to appear, ariiving late, or violating Fiday School rulesmay result inthe student being
assigned amore significant discplinary conseauence, including sugpension.As a practice, students are afforded only 1
rescheduled Fiday Sdool perscdool year before consequencesare levied.

GRAFFITI

Grdfiti, tagging, or otherwisemarking on school or private property is strictly prohibited. Vblators ae subject to
administrative disdplinary action that mayincdude a recanmendation for expulsion, aswell as pssble ciminal
charges.Parent(sY guardian(s) and the student will be charged for anycostsrelatedto the repair and/or clearup of
any damage caused by their child.

HATESHECH/DEROGRTORYLANGJAGE ACTSAND BEHAVIOR

Acts andbehavior that are intendedto insult, offend, or intimidate apersonor group on the basis ofrace, relgion,
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sexual orientation, gencer, ethnic arigin, or disability are not tolerated atPGHS.

RACALLY CHARGED LANGUAGE

Any studentfoundin violation of this policy will receive disciplinary conseguences which may include student
conference, detention, Saturday school, restorative assignment, home stspension, or expusion.

Noone shdl be retaliated against for reporting anyincident of alleged hatespeech, acts, behavior, or harassment
discrimination or harassment, andcomplain a nitestitieswill be keptconfidential to the extentpractical in the
course ofinvestigating the inciderts.

All incidents are taken seriously, investigated thoroughly, and parents will be notified at the conclusion of the
investigation.

UHGHIERS

Studentsare prohibited from useof, andbeing in possesson of, amatches, lghters, or anyother incerdiary device.
Students found in possesson of thistype of device may be subject to disciplinary consequences.

LOCK DOWNNSTRUCTIONS

Whenthe LockDown dert is gven, studentsand teachersareto do the following:

Reamainin the classoom away from doors andwindows.

Lock classroom doors; close windows and blinds.

Re®rve classroom phone for emergency useonly andrefrain from useof cell phones.

NOTE: During a Lock Down, gudentswill not be released to parents guardians atthe school site. Parents are
asked to stay awayfrom the school and from roads leading to the school to allow accessto emergencyandlaw
enforcement personnel.

Studentsdetermined to have used or to be in possesson of tobacco or nicotine productsat school or school related
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activities may be subject to discipline under District policy, Education Gode 48900(h), ard/or other applicable laws.
Sudentsdeterminedto have used or to be in possession of products at school or school related actvitiesthat canbe
used toconsume and/or use tobacco or nicotine products, induding but not limited to “eledronic cigarette s * a s
defined alove, but which do not contain tobacco, nicotine, or anyother controlled substance may be subject to
discpline under District policy, Education Gde 48900(k) (1), and/or other applicable lawvs. [EC 48901]

PUBLIMISPAY SOFAFFETION

Public displaysof affection are rot appropriate to a school setting andare therefore not allowed. Inappropriate
displaysof affection shdl be defined as heay kissng, petting, prolonged huggng, ard/or huggngin a s@ggegive
manner with body touching, rubbing etc.

SCHOOPROERTY

It iseveryone ’'responsibility to help maintain a cleanand safecampus. Students are expededto assistthe cusidial
staff in keeping the buildings clearby not throwing papers, sunflower seeds,etc., on the floorsandin hallways.
Writing or carving on walls,desksand chairsis desructive and is inconsiderate of the many other studentswho use
the facilities. Studentd parents will be charged for all damagesor lossesthat occurto school buildings, ooks,or
equipment.

SCISSORS

Acordingto Calfornia Edication Gode 48900b, a student must not carry in their possesi&n any “dangerousobject . A’
typical pair of home sdssors with sharp points and blade lengths inexcessof 3 inches shall beconsidered by
administration as a“dangerousobjed.”

In order to maximize student safday, studentsare not allowedto cary sdsorswith them on their person, intheir
backpacksor lockers. If aclassassgnment requiresstudentsto usescisors, they will be provided by the classroom
teacher and oollected prior to the end of the class peiod. Any student found in possessbn of scisersis subject to
disciplinary mnseaquences.

SELIDEENSE

Sef-defenseisthe right to usereasonable force to protect oneself from bodily harm,or to a leser extent,one ’ s
property, from the attack of an aggresr, if the defender has reason to believe he/ sheis indanger. To estalishthe
defense, the person must be free from fault or provocation, must have no meansof escge or retreat, and there must
be animpending peril. Theforce usedin sdf-defensemay be sufficient for protection from apparent harm (not just
anempty verbal threat) or to halt anydanger from attackbut cannot be anexcuse to prolong the attackor use
excessive force.

STUDENI/ PARENTDISCPLUNARYAPHEALS

Sude n tparents may appeal adiscplinary adion bycompleting a Discplinary Appeal Form. Thisform is available for
download on the school websiteand canalso be obtained inthe administration office. Once completed, the parent is
to deliver the form to the Stool Secetary. The Sdool Secretary will present the form to the principal who will then
contact you to arrange a meeting between you andthe principal to review the discplinary action.

A sclool operated byasdool district or a county office of education, the Caliornia Stiool for the Deaf, the
Calfornia Stool for the Biind, anda charter school shall provide a reasonable accommodation to a lactating
pupil on a school campusto expressbreastmilk, breast-feed an infant child, or addressother needs reéted
to breag-feeding. Re@onable accommodations under this sction include, but are not limitedto, allof the

2. Permissionto bring onto a school campus a breast pump andany other equipment usedto expressbreast milk.
3. Acessto a power source for a breast pump or anyother equipment usedto express brast milk.
4. Acessto aplaceto store expressed breastmilk safely.
(a) A lactating pupil on a school campus shdl be provided a easonable amount of time to accommodate her
need to expressbreast milk or breag-feed an nfant child.
(b) A sbool specifiedin subdivision (a) shall provide the reasonable acaommodations gecifiedin subdivisions
(a)and (b) only if there is at leastone ladating pupil on the school campus.
(c)Aschool subject to thissection may use an existing facility to meet the requirementsspecifed insubdivison
(a).
(d) A pil shdl not incuran acacemic penalty asareault of her use,during the school day, of the reasonable
acommodations specifedin this sction, and shdl be provided theopportunity to make up anywork missed
dueto suchuse.

1. A omplaint of noncompliancewith the requirementsof this section may be filed with the local
educational
Agencyunder the Unform Gomplaint Procedures set forth in Chapter 5.1 (commencing with Section 4600)
of Divison 1 of Title 5 of the Caifornia de of Regulations.

2. Alocaleducational egency shall respondto a complaint filed pursuant to paragraph (1) in accordance with
Chapter 5.1 (commencihgwith Sestion 4600) of Divison 1 of Title 5 of the California de of Regilations.

3. A omplainant not satisfied with the decigon of alocaleducational agency may appealthe decisibn to the
depatment pursuant to Chapter 5.1 (commencing with Sec¢ion 4600) of Divison 1 of Title 5 of the
Calfornia Wde of Regulations and shall receive awritten decigon regarding the appeal within 60 days of
the depatme n tre‘cespt of the appeal.

4. |If a bcal educational agency finds merit in acomplaint, or if the Superintendent finds merit in an gpeal,
the localeducational agency shall provide aremedyto the affecded pupil. TheBk Grove Unified Stool
District fully supports the requirements mandated in Education Gode Section 222 andwill take all
necessay stepsto provide reasonable acoommodationsto lactating students. Ay questions regarding the
foregoing should be directed the Secondary Education Depatment at (916) 686-7706.

PARTCPATION IN HIGH SCHOOL GRADJATION CEREMONY

To enourage and support the purpose and integrity of the high school educational program during the senior year,
the District establishesthe following minimum requirements for eachstude n tpartigipation inthe hgh sdool
graduation ceeemony:

ACHIEVEMENT

Toparticipate in the high school graduation ceremony, astudent must earn25 out of 30 credts during the 2nd
semester at traditional-schealule high schools or 35 out of 40 credits in the 3rdand 4th terms at block-schedule high
schools.

Swudentswho transfer to adistrict school from one outside of the district during their senior year must meet all
EGUD requirementsincluding passing the Caifornia High Sdool ExitExamination to earn a diploma from the district
sdhool. If the student doesnot meet district requirements but doesmeet the requirementsof his/her prior sdool,
the stude n tdipldmawill be issued fom that school. Foster youth studentswho enrollin adistrict sdhool during
their 11th or 12th grade yearandare unable to meet the district 'graduation requirementswill be allowed to
graduate upon completion of the state’ s dugtrorarequirementsratherthanthedistric t ' s .
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GOCD CITZENSHIP/DISOPLINE

A sernor student who receivesan off-campus sugpengon from school in the second semeser or 3rd and 4th terms will
be notified inwriting that if a second off-campus supendable offenseoccurs, he/ shemay not be allowed to
participate inthe graduation ceremony.

Moreover, anysenbpr student who receivesan off-campus sugpendgon within the last 20 school attendance daysprior
to the dateof graduation may be denied the privilege of participating in the gaduation ceremony, even if that off-
campus sugension ighe stude n ffirst sff-campus supenson during his/her nior year.

Inaddition, if astudent receivesan off-campus sugension that falls on the dayof graduation practice or of
the graduation ceremony, that student will not be allowed to participate in graduation.

UNPAID DAMAGES

In caseswhere a senior student haswillfully damaged, or otherwiseinjured the property of the District, or failed to
return the property of the District that has keen baned to thestudent, that student may be denied the privilegeof
participating in the giaduation ceremony until the student or stude n tparest or guardian has @id for the damage
or replacement costsof the Dis t r pecsanal pgoperty.

Theprincipal or administrative desgnee of the student ’high sdool will provide the student andstudent’s parent or
guardian notice of unpaid amounts accrued anddue to the Digtrict (under Education Gode section 48904) based ypon
the student’” samagje or other injury to District personal property, or the student ‘faBure to return personal property
of

the District loaned to the student.

Thisnoticewill inform the student andthe student’s parent or guardianthat failure of the sudent to pay the
amounts due under Education Gode secion 48904 may resultin revocation of the student’ s ivilgge to participate in
agraduation ceremony. Thewritten notice shall be provided to thestudent andstude n tpdrest or guardian at least
5 sclool days before any graduation caemony for which the student ’pagticipation may be revoked under District
policy and regulation because of the failure to pay the amounts due under Education Code section 48904.

Thewritten notice will alsoinform the student andstude n tparest or guardian of the opportunity to meet with the
sclool ste principal or the principa | desgneeto discussthe factsrelating to unpaid amounts due relative to
Education de section 48904. Thiswritten notice and opportunity to be heard wnder this policy will constitute
sufficient due processfor the student inadvance of the revocation of the stude n tprivikegeof participating in the
graduation cercemony.

GRADJATION PRACTCE AITENDANCE

Each stdentis required to attend the scheduled graduation practice/ s atthe school from whichhe/ she isgraduating.
Unlessthe abserte is gpproved bythe principal, failure to attend the scheduled practice/ s may resut in the revocation
of the student’s piivilegeto participate in the graduation caemony.

PARENNOTIHCATION AND AFPEAL

Each Iigh school student and parent/ guardian shél receive annual notification of this policy andregulation as relaed
to adievement, citizenship/ discpline, unpaid damages, and graduation practice attendance. High school seniors shdl
also receive additional notification of this policy andregulation at the beginning of the second semester. Should a
student be nformed bythe school ’ rimcipgl that e/ shemay not participate in the gaduation ceremony, the
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student s'parents/ guardians will be notified in writing of their right to appealthe decigon of the principal to the Office
of Secondary Education.

PROHIBIION OF DBCRIMINATION, HARASMENT, INTIMIDATION AND
BULLYING AND RH_LATEDGCOMPLAINT PRCCEDJRES

District programs and adivities shall be free from disaimination, induding harassment, intimidation andbullying
basedon astuden t actgalor perceived dsability, gerder, gender identity, gerder expressbn, nationality, race,
ethnicity, wlor, anastry, religion, sxualorientation, age,marital or parental status, or association with a person or
group with one or more of these actual or perceived chaacteristics.

No
one shdl be retaliated against for reporting anyincident of dlegeddiscimination or harassment, and complainant s ’
identities will be kept confidential to the extent practicalin the course of invegigating the incidents of alleged
disciimination, harassnent, intimidation andbullying or sexualharassment.

Due to the Bk Grove Unified Schol Dist r i rapid grasvth, scool boundariesare frequently changed. No school
boundary should be considered pemanent.
